Planning Commission

Maintenance Report
The Maintenance Report was given by Brad Romine.   Matt Mohs and Brad have applied for the State Grant for continuing the lead service line project to determine the unknowns. It will cost about $20000 per house to replace the lead/galvanized lines that are existing.  This will be covered by the grant.  Paige Ellinghuysen made a motion to accept the Gift Basket from Bolten and Menk to be donated for the Altura Youth Sports Raffle in July.  Brad Brouwer seconded.   Motion carried. Domke’s presented an estimate of $2841.76 to fix the driveway by city hall correctly so the gravel won’t wash in the neighbor’s yard. Mike Olson made a motion to accept.  Brad Brouwer seconded.  Motion carried. Robert Schell made a motion for Brad Romine and Mike Olson to get estimates and complete the blacktop patching.  Andy VanLoon seconded. Motion carried. Robert Schell checked into pea gravel for the school playground at $27/ton, needing 90-100 ton.  He’s going to check to see if we can get any donations.  Brad Brouwer made a motion to fix the 2 curbs on second street.  Mike Olson seconded.  Motion carried. Brad Romine presented the council with estimates for side by sides for use at city hall.  Andy VanLoon made a motion to purchase the 2025 1000 from M & M Lawn and Leisure as they will take the lawn mower in on trade for $5000.  Mike Olson seconded.  Motion carried.
